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ARCHAEOZOOLOGICAL FINDS FROM THE ABBASID PERIOD, FROM
DANNY MASSY STREET, RAMLA

MOSHE SADE
(Pp. 129*—131%)

The excavation on Danny Mass Street,
Ramla yielded faunal remains dating to the
Early Islamic period (Tables 1-3). Bones
of domesticated, as well as wild, animals
were identified. Among the domesticated
animals were sheep/goat (Ovis aries/Capra
hircus), cattle (Bos taurus), camel (Camelus
dromedarius), cat (Camelus dromedarius),
pig (Sus scrofa) and chicken (Gallus gallus
domestica), and among the wild animals were
a shark (1 Vertebra; Selachii) and a pearl shell
(Pteria occa). It is apparent that the sheep/goats
dominate the assemblage (60%).

The pig bones probably attest to the existence
of a Christian population in the city of Ramla,
as Jews and Muslims were banned from
consuming or raising pigs. Table 4 compares
the finds from this excavation and those from

Kletter’s excavation at ‘Ofer Park, Ramla. In
both, sheep and goats are dominant. In Kletter’s
excavation, pig and cat are absent, while horse,
donkey and dog are present. The faunal remains
from the Danny Mass Street excavation portray
a different picture of animal consumption in
this area during the Early Islamic period.
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
